From 1930 to 1950 thehunt divided into the North Atherstone and the South Atherstone, but is nowreunited as one. During that time the first South Atherstone huntsman was the famous Arthur Thatcher, who although no longer young, showed remarkable sport before he past away in November 1931. He was buried near the kennels at Cotesbach. The terrain is a mixture of arable and grass with some tough fences, the fences are mainly post and rails, but the hedges do also require jumping, preferably by a bold horse.
